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Environmental Policy Statement

The Institution and its members, by their actions, should positively avoid causing unnecessary damage or harm to the
environment and make a contribution, where possible, towards the delivery of sustainable development.

¢ To influence suppliers and contractors to ensure that services, goods, etc procured support our environmental
policy.

¢ To raise awareness of environmental matters among employees, contractors, clients, suppliers, students,
universities, etc.

¢ To influence and minimise the use of toxic materials and waste generated to prevent pollution.

¢ To ensure good management practices by reviewing them regularly, to verify their effectiveness in achieving
environmental gains.
